	Summary of Case Study 
An introduction meeting takes place between the school and the GET INSPIRED project lead.
The school are then encouraged to sign up for the Get Set programme, if they complete registration at the initial meeting they can sign up to GET INSPIRED.

Assemblies will be held in schools throughout Halton where a PowerPoint presentation is shown, utilising the Get Set presentation by Community Sports Coach, Schools Sports Partnership Development Officer and Disability Officer (former silver medallist in the Paralympics – tennis). 
The presentation outlines the Olympic ethos and shows clips of past and present Olympians and Paralympians in action, as the sports which are contested at the games are explained. A class vote takes place to find the most popular two sports, out of fourteen. These sports are then delivered in two sessions to the class and the teachers, who are then educated in delivering the session to enable it to continue. Marketing materials are then given to the children to forge links with local community sports clubs to continue in that sport.

	Why was it needed?
Project is inspired by success in the last games (portrayed in the presentations), and looks forward to the possibilities that the games in London holds. GET INSPIRED is a project genuinely inspired by the 2012 Games and links into the 2012 activity the borough are working on to drive a meaningful legacy across Halton. GET INSPIRED is an integral part of the Halton Sports development plan. This scheme will also link up the Borough’s Sporting Excellence programme, using the potential 2012 Olympians & Paralympians identified within this scheme as inspiration to the school children.
Get Set will be discussed at the introductory meeting, and schools must be signed up to Get Set to allow them to access this project, all the benefits and links explained to the schools and consequently majority of schools in Halton hoping to sign up to Get Set initiative. 

Currently 18% of schools within Halton are registered with Get Set. Registered schools will be encouraged to blog their activities and gain the Network Status and unregistered schools will be encouraged to register and begin the blogging process.
The presentation and delivery of the sports will be as a taster, with exit routes of continuing participating in each sport explained, and leaflets etc produced highlighting the made available for clubs, leisure centres etc available in the locality. Local sports clubs will occasionally be brought in to assist with the sessions to strengthen or/and introduce school-club links.


	Aims and Objectives
The presentation aims to inspire the pupils and teachers to take up an Olympic sport, or any activity, and highlights how the values learnt by competing can be carried through into daily life. GET INSPIRED will reflect the determined and respect shown by Olympians & Paralympians in the delivery of the activities, aiming for a sense of achievement and inspiration.

GET INSPIRED allows schools to try new sports other than the traditional team games, and provides new opportunities for both staff and students to become involved in sports which otherwise are not easily accessible. We are fortunate to have a Paralympic silver medallist with the delivery team on the project, who adds true inspiration.

Ideally this will reach whole school assemblies with a minimum of one year group taking part in the practical sessions, up to 3,000 young people. 

The presentation and delivery of the sports will be as a taster, with exit routes of continuing participating in each sport explained, and leaflets etc produced highlighting the made available for clubs, leisure centres etc available in the locality. Local sports clubs will occasionally be brought in to assist with the sessions to strengthen or/and introduce school-club links.

Get Set will be discussed at the introductory meeting, and schools must be signed up to Get Set to allow them to access this project, all the benefits and links explained to the schools and consequently majority of schools in Halton hoping to sign up to Get Set initiative. 

Currently 18% of schools within Halton are registered with Get Set. Registered schools will be encouraged to blog their activities and gain the Network Status and unregistered schools will be encouraged to register and begin the blogging process.



	Main Outcomes 
Project is being delivered by Community Sports Coach, School Sport Partnership Development Officer, and Disability Officer. It will be monitored by the number of schools signing up to Get Set, and already established connections with schools in the borough. The number of pupils participating in the practical sessions will be recorded.
Registers will be taken at every school or community sports club to monitor the increase in those attending as a result of taster sessions held as part of Get Inspired.
Community Sports Coach records all numbers of teachers and AOTT’s involved in activity for monitoring and report purposes.
School to club links will be monitored by registers also, along with regular updates requested from clubs and schools separately.
These figures will be measured in Quarterly reports, Get Set programme and 2012 will be an agenda item on the School Sports Partnership.

	How was it Funded?
Halton Borough Council donated £1,500 to deliver programme
Community Sports Coach, School Sport Partnership Development Officer, and Disability Officer (2 hours per week), venues provided by schools, equipment provided by sports development along with administration and delivery.

	Have you already done any Publicity or Promotion? 
Press release to local paper, advertised on website and also details of schools participating sent through to London 2012 for potential visits from ambassadors.


	What Next? 
Project gaining momentum as more and more schools sign up, success monitored to establish new school and community clubs and teams in the borough.
