To recognise the value of volunteering by calculating the contributions of volunteers at a community Rugby League club. Halton Farnworth Hornets was approached as it is an outstanding Clubmark club from Widnes and work was completed with the committee to construct a complete profile of all the volunteers at the club and the work they have done for the club. Halton Farnworth Hornets have around 10 teams from under 7’s to open age group. 


	Why was it needed?

	Aims and Objectives

	Main Outcomes 
Based on expected hours, by 72 volunteers with specific roles and responsibilities at the club, the total monetary value of volunteers at this club for the 2008/2009 season is £400,425. 

It was not possible to accurately calculate the value of the additional untitled volunteers who give extra support on match days and on an as and when basis so this figure should be even higher. 
Club committee are extremely proactive in the local community and in the Rugby League fraternity. Club recently worked closely with Student Rugby League hosting College Finals at their home ground and providing volunteers to other SRL events.

Club worked in conjunction with Jane Rhodes from Halton Council Sports Development Unit in constructing the data after a request from the RFL.
